AN A CT to amend the Code for Organization and Civil Procedure 

Be i t enacted by the President, by and with the advice and consent of the House 
of Representatives, in this present Parliament assembled, and by the authority of 
the same as follows:-

l. The short title of this Act is the Code of Organisation and Civil Procedure 
A c t, 2017 and shall be read and construed as one with the said Code, 
hereinafter referred to as "the Code"; 

2. Inunediatley after the words "to the bank" in article 849 of the Code, 
there shall be added the following:-

"Provided further that no demand for the issue of a precautionary garnishee 
order may be made to secure claims arising out of the Press Act (Chp. 248)" 

Objects and Rcasons 

The aim ofthis Bill is to proscribe the possibility of demanding precautionary 
garnishee orders for claims for damages under the Press Act
