Background

The Parliament's Committee on Foreign Affairs is a key player in the design and implementation of the EU's foreign policy. It decides on the way European funds are used to promote the EU's interests and values abroad and through its supervision of the Enlargement process, it also defines the future shape of the Union. The committee’s support is required for all international agreement which define the EU's role in the wider world, in particular for Association and Framework Agreements into which the Union enters with our wide array of global partners.

In 2012, the EU Speakers Conference set up an Interparliamentary Conference for the CFSP and the CSDP. The Conference was established in the spirit of the strengthened role of national Parliaments of the EU Member States and the European Parliament, as it is composed of delegations of the national Parliaments of the EU member states and the European Parliament.

The Interparliamentary Conference convenes once every six months in the country of the Presidency Parliament or in the European Parliament in Brussels. It is presided over by the Presidency Parliament, in close cooperation with the European Parliament. The Secretariat is provided by the Presidency Parliament, in close cooperation with the European Parliament and with the previous and next Presidency Parliaments. 

It provides a framework for the exchange of information and best practices in the area of CFSP and CSDP, to enable national Parliaments and the European Parliament to be fully informed when carrying out their respective roles in this policy area. It may by consensus adopt non-binding conclusions on CFSP and CSDP matters related to the agenda of the Conference. 

Troika

The composition of Troika is made up of the chairpersons of the European Affairs Committees of the current, previous and next Presidencies and the European Parliament. Troika meetings are held in advance to the Interparliamentary Conference on CFSP-CSDP meetings. Troika meetings are chaired by the Chairperson of the European Affairs Committee hosting the Presidency. The agenda of Troika usually follow the same pattern and the items of the agenda do not usually change from one Troika to another. The aim of Troika meetings is to focus most on procedural issues.
